It can also
cause behavior and learning problems, slowed growth, hearing problems,
and headaches in children. There can also be reproductive problems in
men and women, digestive and memory problems, and muscle and jomt
pain. In occasional instances, lead poisoning has even been linked to
death.

Q: How can I check to see if my family and I have lead in our
bloodstream?

A: A simple blood test will tell.  Anv physician can perform the test and
will explain the results. The test is inexpensive and sometimes free.
Treatment will range from a change in diet, medication, or even
hospital stay in some severe cases.

Q: How can I get my home checked for lead paint?

A: There are many companies that will check your home for lead-based
hazards. You may want to check the yellow pages for a business that
specializes m lead hazard testing and removal. Or, vou can purchase a
home testing kit. The home testing kits are moderately priced and can
be purchased at your local home improvement store.

Choosing The Right Water Heater Can
Save A Bundle On Energy Costs

Many homeowners consider only the size of the tank when
choosing a new water heater — all-the-while ignoring the energy factor and
other efficiency measures that could cost big money in the long run.

The first decision in purchasing a new water heater is the fuel
source. A natural gas unit will cost less to operate than an electric unit:
the price difference (usually about $30) can be paid back in energy savings
in just a few months. Even if vou have six teenagers, vou may not need a
large capacity unit.

But instead of concentrating on size, start by estimating how much
hot water your family uses during the busiest hour — morning showers, for
example. Here are the average gallons of hot water per use: Bath or long
shower — 8 to 10 gallons, dishwasher — 8 to 10 gallons. clothes washer — 7
gallons, personal use — 4 gallons.
